Step 1: Install J-Box, Power Supply and Wire Harness

IMPORTANT! Accurate placement and alignment of junction boxes is critical as it will determine the alignment of the
entire system. If system will be supplied with a brick driver, separate j-boxes will be needed for mounting the power
supply and the rail system. Vode small canopy mounting is designed for 5/8” drywall

Refer to appendix for installation of remote power housing.

Mount j-box for canopy mounting in desired location using the center to center dimensions on page 6. If necessary,
install conduit per local building code. Make conduit connections between remote power supply housing and j-box. All
mounting locations will require a j-box for installation but only one side of each rail requires power. Run supplied plenum
rated wire harness from remote power supply to j-box. Leave approximately 1” of wire harness hanging out of j-box.

Step 2: Install Mounting Plate Step 3: Preparing Ceiling Cable Hardware

Mount universal mounting plate to junction
box using provided screws. Install 5/8”
drywall, cutting a 2.5” diameter hole for
mounting plate flange. Mounting plate

flange should be flush with drywall.

Adjust cable for Hub/Coupler Mounting Assembly by firmly pressing cable gripper
into suspension disk and pulling cable. Release cable gripper and adjust cable.
Move clear plastic strain relief directly on top of suspension disk, as shown. Secure
set screw on cable gripper, turning to just tight, do NOT over tighten.

Step 4: Install Canopy

NOTE: If corner is supplied, install as below.

Install 5/8” drywall. Connect wire

harness, as shown. Push remaining

cable inside junction box. Press suspension disk
into universal mounting plate and fine tune cable
length using cable gripper. When complete,
secure suspension cable by gently tightening

hex screw.

Do not over tighten!

Slide canopy up suspension cable to
suspension disk. Magnets in suspension disk

will secure canopy in place.

NOTE: Each hub/coupler has 1 connector
labeled with GREEN to indicate power for

uplight/indirect.

Step 5: Install Rail

Snap the rail into the hub/coupler,
paying special attention to which
end is powered. The rail will
have two ends, one end cap will
have a green circle, this end is
inserted into the powered side of
the hub/coupler. The other end
cap will have a red circle, this
end is inserted into the non-
powered side of the hub/coupler.
Once rail is installed firmly into
the hub/coupler and is facing in
the desired direction, tighten the
installed set screws using the
provided hex key.

Install Remote Brick Power Supply

metal j-boxes with a minimum volume of 21 cu. in. Mounting plate contains important
installation labeling, please consult to ensure correct driver is installed with correct
corresponding rail.

Install Remote Linear Power Supply

Using the indicated tab, remove power housing lid to access mounting points. Install
power supply housing to desired surface using screws (provided by others). Run line,
ground and neutral wiring and any applicable dimming controls into power housing
through any provided knockout and secure in place, using conduit as necessary per
local coding. Use wire nuts (provided by others) to make a secure connection between
all wiring. (The provided wire leads are 18 AWG solid core).

Trouble Shooting Guide

My fixture will not turn on:

Ceiling Cable | 107 | DoubleBox Rail, DoubleRace Rail | Remote Power | Small Canopy

Important Notes

Check all wiring is correct and all connections are fastened properly.

If all wiring is correct, remove fixture and connect it to a known working driver.
If the fixture lights up, then the problem is with the installed driver or wiring:
1) Check line voltage to driver is present.
2) Check driver wiring (see Vode Power Guide for details) and check wiring to
fixture.
3) Check driver and dimming system are compatible (see Vode Power
Guide and the dimmer manufacturer's website).

If fixture still doesn't light up, check that all dimming wires are installed

correctly. Reversed polarity on any driver will cause the entire system to not
work, (see Vode Power Guide for wiring details).

The fixture is not dimming properly:

Check all wiring is correct and all connections are fastened properly.

Check driver wiring (see Vode Power Guide for details). Make sure driver is
compatible with dimming controls (see Vode Power Guide and the dimmer
manufacturer's website).
